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McNarry says DUP-Sinn Fein plan if to lull electorate to sleep in a dull, low-key election 
David McNarry MLA has said that its suits the DUP and Sinn Fein who he called “the greatest non-achievers in Northern Ireland history” to have a low-key election in which real debate on the big issues was avoided. 
“The DUP and Sinn Fein hope to lull the electorate into a kind of political sleep, hypnotised by good weather, royal celebrations, public holidays and, it has to be said, a high degree of media management. “It is not that there are no big issues – there certainly are. There is the question of a budget without a programme for government, a budget that does nothing to protect or create jobs, a DUP-Sinn Fein partnership in government that has achieved virtually nothing in four years, a resurgent IRA campaign, mounting evidence suggesting Gadaffi semtex is still in use pointing to a major decommissioning failure, a 40,000 increase in unemployment, money spent on stadia instead of health or job creation or in tacking youth unemployment – the list of real issues is pretty long and they are all serious issues of the first magnitude.”
“It will be an absolute scandal if the electorate is deprived of the chance to make real change by this devious DUP-Sinn Fein policy of lulling them to sleep. DUP-Sinn Fein’s record is absolutely hopeless and it is wrong to allow them to go on as they have been, doing next to nothing. Northern Ireland needs change and it needs real leadership and direction. People will be really angry if they are fooled into not making those changes in this election.”
“What I am hearing on the doorstep in my active campaign is precisely what has motivated me to make this statement. People are fed up with the total lack of leadership.
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
