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McNarry says McCausland must make representations over failure of NI to get Olympic contracts
suggests delegation of Ministers and Committees to create momentum 
David McNarry MLA, the Deputy Chairman of the Assembly’s Finance and Personnel Committee, has described the fact that Northern Ireland, Scottish and Welsh firms have won less than 1 percent of work on the 2012 Olympics project as something the Sports Minister Nelson McCausland needs to address with some urgency.
There has to be some economic benefits to Northern Ireland commerce and industry from the Olympic spin off.

It appears that what I called to be pie in the sky predictions of national teams using Northern Ireland as a preparation base for the games is just that – pie in the sky.
Where are these teams, when are they arriving? 

“The Minister needs to seek meetings with Lord Coe, with the Olympics organisation and with his counterpart in the UK Government as a matter of urgency. This is a disgraceful showing by any standards and it demonstrates how the UK regions are being ignored by both the UK Government and the Olympics organisation. Nelson McCausland needs to make some inroads on this.”

“Perhaps he could lead a delegation comprising both himself and the DETI Minister Arlene Foster along with Members of the Assembly Culture, Arts and Leisure, DETI and Finance and Personnel Committees, to flag up this issue. If we sit like mice quiet on the sidelines wwe will get no bread,” said Mr McNarry.
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
