“It is absolutely outrageous that any sportsperson should be subjected to threats of any kind let alone be the recipient of bullets through the post and I utterly condemn these actions. 

 

I commend the vigilance of Royal Mail staff who managed to intercept the packages at the Mallusk sorting office, but i am at a loss as to what would motivate anyone to do such a thing in the first place.     

 

It goes without saying that anyone who can assist the Police in any way should come forward at once so that whoever is responsible can be caught and brought before the courts.”
