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McNarry expresses concerns about possible closure of Comber Bus Depot

Strangford MLA David McNarry has raised concerns over the possible closure of Comber Bus Depot. 

Speaking today, Mr McNarry said:  “I contacted Translink HQ and spoke to Declan McGoran. My understanding is that Ulsterbuses will not be kept at Comber Bus Terminal overnight but will be parked instead on Ulsterbus owned property in Ballygowan. This has raised concerns over the future of the present Comber Bus Terminal and suggestions are being made that its closure is being considered, with a possible relocation to a super shelter near Comber cemetery.”

“I have said to Translink that before any decisions were taken about relocating the Comber Terminal there should be a full consultation with local bus users. My own fear is that relocating the terminal to a position near the Comber cemetery could create a safety problem particularly for the elderly and the large number of school children who currently us the Comber Terminal.”

“I have asked Translink to keep me updated with any decisions they are contemplating. Clearly the existing Comber Bus Terminal is a prime and valuable potential development site.  I would hope, however, that financial  reasons would not drive the decision given that customer preferences should play a key part in the decision making process for a customer-driven company and there is no doubt that the current service and position is preferred and greatly liked by the people of Comber.”  
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
