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McNARRY SLAMS SPITEFUL RESURRCTED PAN NATIONALIST FRONT FOR PETITION OF CONCERN AGAINST THE ARMED FORCES

David McNarry UUP MLA for Strangford has hit out at both Sinn Fein and the SDLP for ganging together to form a pan-nationalist front in order to kill his Bill for the Armed Forces and Veterans.

Mr. McNarry said:  “The blocking of this Bill represents a turning point in my thinking that what took place in 1998 and since – was a mood change for developing a settlement of minds leading to the respect and accommodation of two divided traditions.

“But this premeditated spiteful blockage of the Bill will do untold damage to relationships between Unionists and reconstituted Pan- Nationalists.   If ever a wrecking device was used so intentionally to drive a wedge between us or unhinge the progress there has been made – this is it!

“At committee stage – Francie Molloy and Martina Anderson spat out the venom against the Bill, when as recorded by Hansard on the 19th January in response to the Chairpersons question – ‘do members have any further amendments to purpose’ Mr. Molloy shouted aloud ‘other than scrapping it’ and Ms Anderson said ‘it is a waste of members’ time.’

“This is the worst demonstration of Pan Nationalism showing its ugliness and baring its brazen triumphalist fist right smack into the face unionism.  It is a deliberate act of destablising the already shaky peace process this institution is built on.

“The joint action to kill this Bill is as cutting and hurting as the snipers bullets used to take out a life or confine a person to a wheelchair or send them into a future of stress, trauma and mental hell.

“So what is the message of the Irish to the British in their warped world which generates so much hatred for their fellow men, women and children? 

“What today is the definition of Constitutional Nationalism riding on the back of the Provisional Irish Republican movement and what does partnership government mean for S.F the all Ireland Party, with its split personality policy disorder. 

“What will the voters in the Irish Republic make of Sinn Fein’s forked tongue already exposed for implementing budget cuts in Northern Ireland when rejecting budget cuts in the South.

“Enda Kenny the man most likely to be Tasioch  has said that should a visit take place – Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth would receive a generous welcome in the Republic and I am sure he is right and speaks for by far the greater number of Irish democrats in that nation.

“But what will those same sane people think of SFs election doorstep appeal when they learn that this nation’s Commander in Chief’s Armed Forces personnel, their families and the veterans are not welcome in their own country, not fit for equality and not deserving of having certain disadvantages removed.   

“Is SFs hostile and sectarian treatment of people, many from a variety of nations including the Irish Republic purely on the basis of the uniform they wear – the type of policy the voters in the south will support.  

“And what about our mixed up Secretary of State who recommended it would be good for Northern Ireland if Martin McGuinness became the First Minister.

“If Owen Patterson requires further proof of why Unionists are angry with him – he need only look at SF action today and recognize their blatant anti-British intentions. 

“Some spin doctors caught in their own euphoria whirlpool of super imposed optimism coined the phase we have moved on.

“Well we haven’t!  If anything the actions of Constitutional Nationalists and Irish Republicanism today, represented by the combined efforts of the SDLP and SF are bent on moving us backwards. “       
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
