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Elliott/McNarry propose retrospective job creation payment scheme
David McNarry, Ulster Unionist Finance Spokesman, and UUP Party Leader Tom Elliott have jointly proposed a retrospective job creation payment scheme.
The scheme would kick in 12 months after the new jobs had been created and the payment would be in the range £7,000 to £12,000 per job.  
“The whole point of the scheme is to reward employers for creating new jobs. It doesn’t bring any pressure on them to create jobs. That is something which they must judge for themselves in the light of their business circumstances and their own commercial judgement. What this scheme does is to reward businesses who take the risk of job creation. It is a good deal for business. It is also a good deal for the taxpayer because it will save money in unemployment benefits.”
“This latest scheme shows that the Ulster Unionist Party listens to business and is tuned in to the concerns of business. Local small and medium sized businesses are the backbone of our economy. Even if a company currently employed six people and took on one more and this was replicated across a large number of small companies, this would create a buzz of confidence in the economy. There are 127,000 businesses in Northern Ireland employing 552,000 people.”
“While this scheme leaves the decision making over job creation with the local firm as a matter of commercial judgement, business owners would know that by increasing their workforce, a significant financial reward would come to them after one year. It has the potential to cost the taxpayer £12 million for every 10,000 jobs created but this would be offset considerably by savings to the public purse in unemployment benefits.” 
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REWARDING SUCCESS – A RETROSPECTIVE JOBS PAYMENT SCHEME
Small businesses are surviving but it is hard for them. Some others want to make a small expansion but know how great the risks are.
David McNarry, Finance spokesperson and his Party Leader Tom Elliott both know well the needs of small businesses and have remained in touch with the sector.
Both are firm believers in ‘AN ECONOMY WILL GROW AND PROSPER WHEN EMPLOYMENT IS HIGH AND THE WORKFORCE IS CONTENT.’ 
Today the UUP are offering to small businesses, ‘A RETROSPECTIVE JOBS PAYMENT SCHEME’ DRIVEN BY THE LOCAL EMPLOYER AND THEIR OWN COMMITMENT TO INVEST IN THEIR JUDEGMENT.’ 
Essentially a payment between £7-12K for jobs created with the payment made twelve months after the job appointment is what the retrospective scheme is all about.  
There is no pressure exerted and no temptation open to the employer. Only they know best if they can take on additional workers.  But given an uptake based on the employer’s judgment and risk assessment our scheme can help ease the employer into job creation. 
Local small businesses are the backbone of the economy right across the economic structure in all communities.  Even if a company currently employed six people and took on one more and this was replicated in multiples.  All over the country the economy would immediately begin to exude a new confidence.
The UUP idea for a retrospective Jobs Payment Scheme is indicative of the continued thinking by senior members dedicated to bringing to the electorate workable alternatives to improve our economy.
