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McNarry calls for £17.5 million returned by DETI to DFP to be used to tackle colossal schools maintenance backlog
David McNarry MLA has called for the £17.5 million being returned to the Department of Finance by DETI, the money Invest Northern Ireland was not able to spend, to be used to meet the £16 million in-year schools maintenance backlog.
“This £17.5 million being returned to DFP by DETI would make a major inroad on the schools maintenance backlog which has reached a staggering total of £320 million.  In the last monetary round a bid of £10 million for schools maintenance was rejected. In October the last monitoring bid for schools maintenance was £16 million. This £17.5 million would match that schedule almost perfectly.”
“The £320 million backlog in schools maintenance is becoming almost too large to manage and something needs to be done about it now. This is that opportunity.”
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
